7th GREAT LAKES NATIVE AMERICAN ARTS AND CRAFTS WORKSHOPS
Freeman Scouting Facility, Portland, Indiana

June 20 through June 26, 2004

The National Center for Great Lakes Native American Culture will host its 7th traditional arts and crafts workshops at the beautiful new Freeman Scouting Facility near Portland, Indiana.  The workshops explore the arts, crafts, traditions and culture of Great Lakes Native Americans through hands-on workshops and presentations by Native American tradition bearers, talented artisans and experts on Native American culture.  The Freeman Scouting Facility is south of Portland on SR67 to Como Road, left on Como Road to 450 S, right on 450 S through the gate, then left through the second gate to the facility, about 9 miles from the motels.
Registration is 5 to 7 pm Sunday, June 20 and 8 to 9 am Monday, June 21.  A welcome meal and gathering will begin at 6 pm Sunday.  Welcome Circle will be 9 am Monday.  Class hours are 9 am to noon and 1:30 to 4:30 pm daily.  Session One begins after the Welcome Circle Monday, continues all day Tuesday and until noon Wednesday.  Session Two begins at 1:30 pm Wednesday, continues all day Thursday and ends at 4:00 pm Friday.  Closing Circle will begin at 4 pm Friday.  Class sizes are limited.  Each participant pays a supply fee for class materials (from $10 to $35—listed with each class description) directly to the class tradition bearer before class begins.  Materials or tools that students need to bring to class are listed in the class description.  Classes are limited to age 12 and over.  Classes with fewer than 5 registered may be cancelled so please list your second choice class.  If a class is cancelled you will be notified by email or phone so please list your email address and phone number.  Class fee is $70 per person for each class for NCGLNAC members and $75 for non-members.  The exception is Jerry Cochrane’s bow making class which takes the entire week and is $140 ($150).  Pre-registration is required and the deadline is June 10.  There are a limited number of $70 scholarships available for Native Americans and a very limited number of $70 scholarships for the general public.  Limit is one $70 scholarship per workshop.  Request a scholarship application from Kay Neumayr at kay.neumayr@ncglnac.com. or 765-572-2574.  Deadline is June 10.  If you are granted a scholarship, you will be refunded $70.

We will be offering a catered meal at 5:30 pm Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday and Friday at a cost of $7 per person per meal.  For lunch, Portland has many excellent choices.  Meals must be reserved in advance with the registration.
Motels:  Hoosier Inn in Portland (260-726-7113) has reserved rooms at $50 for a single and $55 for a double per night plus tax, regardless of the number of persons in the room.  Super 8 in Portland (260-726-8888) has reserved rooms for $47.50 for one person, $52.50 for two and $5 for each additional person per night plus tax.  Both motels offer a free continental breakfast.  To receive this special rate, mention that you are attending the Great Lakes Native American Workshops.  Deadline for reservations is June 10.  

Camping:  Freeman Scouting Facility (south from Portland on SR67 to Como Road, left on Como Road to 450 S, right on 450S through the gate, then left at the second gate to the Facility) has primitive camping on their beautiful grounds (no electricity or water) at no charge.  Those camping at the Scout Lodge may take showers in Portland at the Jay County Boys and Girls Club at no charge.  Jay County Fairgrounds (Tom Zimmerman at 260-726-8176) are about 9 miles from the Freeman Scouting Facility and offer full hook-ups for $15 and electricity and water for $10 per night.  Hickory Grove Lakes, 7424 South 300 East (260-335-2639) is about 12 miles from the Freeman Scouting Facility and offers full hook-ups for $15, electricity and water for $14, and primitive camping for $13 per night plus tax.  Paradise Point RV Resort, 3965 West 550 South (260-726-9695) is about 5 miles from the Freeman Scouting Facility and offers full hook-ups for $17.32, electricity and water for $15.62 and primitive camping for $11.73 per night, all including tax.  Both commercial campgrounds offer dump stations for a small fee for campers.  All campgrounds have fishing ponds and Paradise Point also has a swimming pool.  To receive this special rate, mention that you are attending the Great Lakes Native American Workshops.
Our traditional gathering and Give Away will be Thursday evening from 7 to 9 pm.  At this special time participants may give something to others who have been special during the workshops.  The gift may be words, something made or bought.  If you wish, gifts may be in private at another time, but please come to the Give Away and enjoy the good feelings.  Programs are planned for the other evenings and will include our annual talent show and a membership meeting.

2004 CLASSES

Loom Beading – Session Two, Bob Bellmyer, Cherokee descent. Bob joins us from Miami, OK to teach his students the art of beading using a small table loom. He has been beading about 8 years, in addition to creating his beautiful drums, moccasins, purses and dream catchers.  Participants will make strips of beadwork to add to their regalia, moccasins, purse, etc.  Bring small scissors and needle-nose pliers.  Materials Fee:  $30.
Beaded Medallion – Both Sessions, Evelyn Bellmyer, Miami of Oklahoma elder.  Evelyn comes with her husband Bob from Miami, OK.  She has been beading about 15 years and has pieces exhibited in museums and in private collections throughout the country, Italy and Sweden.  Evelyn does traditional and contemporary beading.  Students will make a beautiful medallion to wear around their neck or add to regalia.  Bring small scissors and needle-nose pliers.  Materials Cost:  $30.

Cane Loon Flutes – Session One, Eugene Brown, Miami of Indiana elder.  Eugene comes from Grand Prairie, TX to teach his students how to make a carved and painted loon flute from river cane.  His flutes, each one a work of art, are in homes all over the country and are also exhibited in several museums.  Students will also learn to play their flutes.  Materials Fee:  $15. 
Flute Cradle and ‘Mystery Item’ – Session Two, Eugene Brown, Miami of Indiana elder.  Eugene has re-worked his flute cradles and considers the new model much improved over the older one.  Students will make and decorate a cradle for their flute and in addition, complete a ‘mystery item’ of wood.  Bring wood chisels and a wood burner if you have them.  Materials Fee:  $15. 

Woodland Coiled Pottery – Session One, Paula Butcher, Wyandot descent.  Paula joins us from Bainbridge, OH and has made hand-formed, pit-fired pottery for the last 13 years.  She will teach students to make Woodland pottery with Hopewell and Fort Ancient designs from Ohio, Indiana and other Great lakes states using pinch and coil methods.  Monday’s pots will be pit-fired on Wednesday.  Bring cardboard boxes and newspaper to wrap and transport the pottery.  Materials fee:  $20.

Bow Making and Sinew Bowstring Making – Jerry Cochrane, Choctaw descent.  Class takes entire week.  Jerry lives near Burlington, IN.  He has been making bows, moccasins, etc. and has been flint knapping for many years.  He will guide his students in the making of a bow using a drawknife to shape the wooden staves.  Students will also learn about types of bows, types of wood, the history of bows known at the present and the making of sinew and plant fiber bowstrings.  Class is 5 days of hard work—limber up before you come!  Jerry will supply the staves, sinew, plant fiber and leather.  Materials Fee:  $35.  

Storytelling – Session One, Jinny Esten.  Jinny comes from Indianapolis, IN.  We all have enjoyed Jinny’s stories at our past events.  In this class Jinny will share her knowledge of how to put together stories for others to enjoy and also share many of the stories she has learned.  Materials Fee:  $10.

New-Born Baby Moccasins – Both Sessions, Annette Ketchum, Delaware Tribal Member.  Annette comes from Bartlesville OK to teach a class on baby moccasins (new-born to 3 months).  Annette is grandmother of 5.  Students will make a pair of moccasins that a baby may wear and then be saved as a keepsake.  Bring scissors and a thimble.  Materials Fee:  $10. 

Delaware Ceremonies, Customs and Traditions – Both Sessions, Dee Ketchum, former Chief of the Delaware Tribe of Indians and spiritual leader.  Also from Bartlesville, OK, Dee will describe, demonstrate and relate information he has been taught.  He will answer questions and clear up myths.  Bring pencil and paper for notes if you wish.  Materials Fee:  None  
Porcupine Quill Embroidery, beginners to advanced – First Session, Boni Nelson, Cherokee descent.  Boni lives near Monterey, IN and is recognized as an expert quillworker and artist.  Students will make ‘strike-a-light’ pouches of brain-tanned leather, decorate with a choice of beads, cones and deer tail tassels, etc. to finish the piece.  Embroidered quill decoration will be the student’s choice.  Materials Fee:  $30.
Porcupine Quill Plaiting – Second Session, Boni Nelson, Cherokee descent.  This traditional form of quill work was used to make straps for knife sheaths and to wrap knife handles, prayer sticks, pipes and flutes.  Students will make quilled feathers, decorative drops and wrap an object of their choice (bring a flute or knife handle with you).  Materials Fee:  $25.
Personal Gourd Hand Drum – Second Session, Carolyn Rushton.  Carolyn comes from Glenwood, IN and has won many awards for her gourds.  In this class her students will make and decorate a personal hand drum from a gourd, rawhide, woodburning, paint and other trimmings.  Bring your own woodburner if you have one or purchase an inexpensive one at a craft store.  Materials Fee:  $25.

Miami Ribbon Work – Both Sessions, Scott Shoemaker, Meshingomesia Band Miami of Indiana.  Scott now lives in Minneapolis, MN.  He is a well-known artist whose work is exhibited in several museums.  Students will leave Scott’s class with an understanding of the history and design possibilities of Miami ribbon work, and the fundamentals of creating their own ribbon work pieces.  Bring a pencil, eraser, colored pencils or markers, a ruler, small sharp scissors, beeswax, adhesive tape and, if you have them, pinking shears.  Materials Fee:  $20.

Herbal Traditions – First Session, Dani Tippman, Miami of Indiana.  Dani lives in Columbia City, IN.  She has spent many years learning Indiana’s native plants.  Her students will learn to know the plants as friends, and knowing how these friends help us is important.  Students will learn uses of traditional native plants in cooking, healing, and utilitarian purposes.  Proper harvesting techniques, plant preparation, traditional cooking procedures and respect for plants will be taught.  Bring gloves, trowel or small digging tool, shoes and clothing to walk in the woods, bug repellant and sunscreen.  Materials Fee:  $10.  Dani will have the Indiana Plant Guide available for an additional $10.

Traditional 1700’s Seneca Raised Bead Work – Both Sessions, Susan Snow Willi, Seneca.  Although Sue was raised in New York, she now lives in Peoria, IL.  She learned storytelling and bead work from her grandmother, Virginia Snow, of the Turtle Clan Seneca.  This beautiful floral bead work will be done on brain-tanned leather and felt.  Students will choose between making a hairpiece, purse flap or the entire purse.  Bring scissors and beeswax.  Materials Fee:  $20 to $35.
