Bring Native American Music Award Winner

Douglas Blue Feather to Portland

  Portland, IN, March 22, 2005 – Arts Place, Inc. and the National Center for Great Lakes Native American Culture, Inc. (NCGLNAC) are very pleased to announce their co-sponsorship of a concert August 11, 2005 performed by Douglas Blue Feather, Cherokee.  He is an award winning songwriter, recording artist and performer of contemporary and traditional Native American flute music.   Blue Feather is the winner of the 2004 Native American Music Award for “Best New Age Recording,” 2003 Native American Music Award for “Flutist of The Year,” and the 2002 Native American Music Award for “Best Independent Recording of The Year.”  The prestigious Native American Music Awards (NAMA) are musical awards for Native Americans and compare to the Grammy awards for popular music and to the Country Music Awards for country music. 

  Douglas Blue Feather has released five CD’s:  Seventh Fire, Arrival, Ride the Lightning, Star Nations and The Great Spirit of Christmas which have been featured on radio stations worldwide.  A sixth CD entitled Time for Truth will be released in May 2005.  He has been featured on Fox TV and performs throughout the United States at numerous nationally advertised powwows, festivals, and churches.  He has also been honored by being listed in “Who’s Who in Native Music” in the May/June 2004 issue of Native Peoples magazine and recognized by Native Peoples as one of the top performers on the Native music scene.  Native Peoples is the world’s largest and oldest magazine devoted solely to Native American art and culture.

  The August 11 concert marks the first time a NAMA award-winning Native American musical artist has performed in concert in Portland.  The concert will be held in the beautiful 283-seat Hall-Moser Theatre at Arts Place during the NCGLNAC week-long Traditional Arts and Crafts Workshop.

  Arts Place, Inc. is a regional arts council based in Portland and serving a 15-county area in East Central Indiana and West Central Ohio.  In addition to the theatre at Arts Place, the facility includes galleries, meeting rooms, and music and visual arts studios.   

  National Center for Great Lakes Native American Culture, Inc. (NCGLNAC) will locate its future culture center on 32 acres of land, which have been generously donated by the Jay County Fair Board.  The new culture center will feature a 14,000 square foot building that includes classrooms, an Interpretive Center/Gallery for changing exhibits, Art Gallery, Sales Gallery and artist-in-residence apartments.  The grounds will feature outdoor learning and classroom space, rain gardens and ethno botanical trails, restored wetlands, an early 1800’s Great Lakes Native American village with Native American gardens, restored prairie and Native plants, fresh water pond, and immature and mature woodlands.  

  NCGLNAC has announced that all of their proceeds from the concert will support scholarships for Native and non-Native youth and adults to attend future NCGLNAC Traditional Arts and Crafts Workshops.  The performance is made possible, in part, through the support of the Portland Foundation, the Indiana Arts Commission, a state agency, and the National Endowment for the Arts, a federal agency.
