The National Center for Great Lakes Native American Culture will host its 10th  traditional arts and crafts workshops at the beautiful new Freeman Scouting Facility near Portland, Indiana.  The workshops explore the arts, crafts, traditions and culture of Great Lakes Native Americans through hands-on workshops and presentations by Native American tradition bearers, talented artisans and experts on Native American culture.  
Registration is 5 to 7 pm Sunday, August 7 and 8 to 9 am Monday, August 8.   A welcome meal and gathering will begin at 6 pm Sunday.  Welcome Circle will be 9 am Monday.  Class hours are 9 am to noon and 1:30 to 4:30 pm daily.  Session One (1) begins after the Welcome Circle Monday, continues all day Tuesday and until noon Wednesday.  Session Two (2) begins at 1:30 pm Wednesday, continues all day Thursday and ends at 4:00 pm Friday.  Closing Circle will begin at 4 pm Friday.  Class sizes are limited.  Each participant pays a supply fee for class materials directly to the class tradition bearer before class begins.  Materials or tools that students need to bring to class are listed in the class description.  Classes are limited to age 12 and over.  Classes with fewer than 5 registered may be cancelled so please list your second choice class.  If a class is cancelled you will be notified by email or phone so please list your email address and phone number.  Class fee is $70 per person for each class for NCGLNAC members and $75 for non-members.  The Wednesday Children’s Class registration fee is $20 including materials and lunch for students and $10 for participating  parents.  Pre-registration is required and the deadline is July 25.  There are a limited number of $70 scholarships available.  Limit is one $70 scholarship per workshop.  Request a scholarship application from Linda Andrews at linda.andrews@ncglnac.com or 765-474-1045.  Deadline is July 25. 
We will be offering a catered meal at 5:30 pm Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday at a cost of $8 per person per meal.  Meals must be reserved in advance with the registration.
Motels:  Hoosier Inn in Portland (260-726-7113) has reserved rooms at $45 for a single and $55 for a double per night plus tax, regardless of the number of persons in the room.  Super 8 in Portland (260-726-8888) has reserved rooms for $47.50 for one person, $52.50 for two and $5 for each additional person per night plus tax.  Both motels offer a free continental breakfast.  To receive this special rate, mention that you are attending the Great Lakes Native American Workshops.  Deadline for reservations is July 25.  

Camping:  Freeman Scouting Facility (south from Portland on SR67 to Como Road, left on Como Road to 450 S, right on 450S through the gate, then left at the second gate to the Facility) has primitive camping on their beautiful grounds (no electricity or water) at no charge.  Those camping at the Scout Lodge may take showers in Portland at the Jay County Boys and Girls Club at no charge.  Other camping information will be listed in the full Workshop Flyer in July.
Please plan to attend the concert by three-time Native American Music Award winner Douglas Blue Feather at Arts Place in Portland Thursday August 11 at 7 p.m.  This event is co-sponsored by Arts Place and NCGLNAC.  Tickets are $12 ($8 for Workshop participants and students) and may be reserved on the workshop class registration form or purchased at www.artsland.org.  Ticket pick up is at registration.  All NCGLNAC proceeds go to future NCGLNAC scholarships.

SUMMARIZED LIST OF 2005 CLASSES TO BE OFFERED
Sessions One and Two are indicated by a 1 or 2 
1  Women’s Dance Shawl – Malea Powell (Miami & Shawnee descent) will teach her students how to make a plain, fringed women’s dance shawl.  Materials must be purchased by the participant prior to the workshop.
2  Appliqué on Women’s Dance Shawl – Kim Lee (hunka Lakota) will teach her students how to adorn plain shawls (or a canvas book-bag) with satin-work and/or ribbon-work appliqué.  For both shawl classes contact Malea and Kim at maleapowell@yahoo.com or 517-676-0769 for a materials list.  Two sewing machines will be available.
1 & 2  Wampum Bead Work – Robin McBride Scott (Cherokee descent) will teach class participants how to use reproduction quahog shell beads to weave an armband, choker or sash in the traditional wampum style.  Supply fee will be determined by the project selected by the student, estimated at $30 to $75.

2  Traditional Miami Cradleboard – Eugene Brown (Miami)  will teach his students how to make and decorate in a traditional manner the beautiful cradleboard used traditionally by the Miami.  Estimated supply fee is $25.
1  Beginning and Intermediate Silverwork – John Teegarten will combine beginning and more advanced silverwork using the traditional nickel silver of the Great Lakes.   A list of tools and materials that need to be brought to class will be sent.  Contact John at 903-451-4439.  Estimated supply fee is $30.

2  Pre-contact Stone Carving – John Teegarten will teach his students how to carve banner stones, beads, bird stones, etc. from banded slate, pipestone and Arkansas limestone.  Some tools will need to be brought to class.  Estimated supply fee is $20 to $25.
1  Flint knapping – Ron Kennedy will teach his students how to knap using the percussion technique.  Ron is new to our workshop but you will enjoy learning this method for beautiful points.  Estimated supply fee is $20. 
1 & 2  Porcupine Quillwork – Boni Nelson (Cherokee descent) will teach methods and styles of quillwork that she has not previously offered at our workshop.  Estimated supply fee is $25.

1 & 2  Pre-Contact Antler Carving – Don Cochran will teach how to prepare the antlers and then make pre-contact tools, buttons and other items.  Some tools will need to be brought to class.  Estimated supply fee is $20. 
1 Personal Gourd Hand Drum – Carolyn Rushton will teach her students to make and decorate a personal hand drum from a gourd, rawhide, wood burning, paint and other trimmings.  Bring your own wood burner if you have one or purchase an inexpensive one at a craft store.  Estimated supply fee is $30.

2  Miami Bead work – Evelyn Bellmyer (Miami) will teach her students to make beautiful beaded appliqués for regalia, pins, or even earrings.  Estimated supply fee is $20.  
Wednesday Only August 10 – Children’s Native American Culture and Crafts Ages 6 – 14 – Paula Butcher (Wyandot descent) will discuss Indiana and Ohio Native American culture, hunting, food, clothing and arts and crafts.  Participants will play games and make pottery, leather pouches and more as time allows.  Registration fee is $20 per child and $10 each for parents to take the class as a student with their child, lunch included.
