   Daryl graduated in 1999 from The University of Montana with a Masters in Arts with emphasis in Native American linguistics.  Over the last ten years he has worked with the Miami People developing culture and language-based educational materials and programs.  The Myaamia Project at Miami University is a joint venture between the Miami Tribe of Oklahoma and Miami University.  Its mission is to preserve, promote and research Miami Nation history, culture and language.
