  The 2006 Spring Workshops are funded in part by an arts project support grant from the Regional Partnership Initiative. These grants are made possible by the Indiana Arts Commission with funds appropriated by the Indiana General Assembly and the U.S. Congress and by the National Endowment for the Arts.
National Center for Great Lakes Native American Culture (NCGLNAC) and the Eiteljorg Museum of American Indians and Western Art will host a workshop at the Nina Mason Pulliam Education Center of the Eiteljorg’s new Mel and Joan Perelman Wing in White River State Park, Indianapolis.  Workshop participants will explore the arts, crafts and history of Great Lakes Native Americans through hands-on classes and presentations by Native American tradition bearers, artisans and experts on Native American culture.  The workshop begins Saturday, March 25 with registration from 8:30 to 9 a.m.  Welcome Circle begins as 9 a.m. followed by workshop classes from 9:30 a.m. to 12 and 1:30 p.m. to 5 p.m.  Class will resume Sunday March 26 from 9 a.m. to 1 p.m., concluding with Closing Circle at 1. Participants may pre-order their Saturday lunch which will be served in the private dining room of the Eiteljorg’s new Sky City Café.  The lunch will include a 12:30 p.m. presentation by the Eiteljorg’s curator of their new Native American Quilts Exhibit.  
The class fee is $50 per person for NCGLNAC and Eiteljorg members and $55 for non-members and includes registration for one workshop session and the Saturday afternoon presentation.  Each participant will also pay a small materials supply fee (from $10 to $25) directly to the class instructor at the beginning of the first class session.  Only one 10-hour class may be taken.  Class sizes are limited and the minimum age for participants is 12. Hotels:  You must mention the Great Lakes Native American workshop and/or the Eiteljorg to receive the group rate.  Renaissance Tower is at 230 E. 9th  (877-477-5817 toll free) just a few blocks from the Eiteljorg.  All rooms are mini-suites and have one double bed, a sofa bed and a fully equipped kitchen.  $56 per night (2-night stay) includes coffee and donuts in the morning.  Reservation deadline is February 25, after that the rooms or rate will not be held.  Clarion Inn and Suites Northwest, 7001 Corporate Drive (317-298-3700) is about 15 minutes away.  Regular rooms are $69 and mini-suites are $72 per night.  Accommodations include an indoor pool, hot tub and continental breakfast.  Deadline for reservations is March 3; however cancellations will be accepted until 4 p.m. March 24.  March is a busy time for conventions, sports and special events in Indianapolis. WORKSHOP CLASSES 
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Fingerweaving
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Deer Leather Pouches
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Black Ash Basket Weaving
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Miniature Beaded Rosettes

Ojibwe (Chippewa) Culture and Traditions.  Denny Denman, Ojibwe from Davison, Michigan, will teach about tribal history, culture and traditions of the Ojibwe (Chippewa) in the past and in the present.  Discussion will include, but not be limited to, the traditions that have been lost and what have been regained, pow wows and other tribal cultural celebrations, an historic overview of the Ojibwe culture and current Ojibwe accomplishments. Supply list:  Paper and a pen. 
Fingerweaving.  George Wieske from Royal Oak, Michigan, will teach the two basic patterns, barred and diagonal, in the nearly lost art of hand weaving sashes, armbands and leg bands without a loom.  If time permits, George will also work with the double band and other variations.  Materials fee:  $10.
Black  Ash Basketweaving.  Chris Rapp Morseau, Pokagon Potawatomi from South Bend, Indiana, will teach the art of making black ash baskets.  Beginning with the log, students will learn the technique for black ash basket making, including removing the growth ring strips, hand splitting the black ash and weaving a small finished basket.  Supply list:  heavy sharp knife, heavy scissors and a ruler.  Materials fee:  $25.
Deer Leather Pouches with Hand-Sewn Glass Beadwork.  Paula Butcher, Wyandot decent from Rapid City, South Dakota, will teach the making and decorating with beads small (4” x 5”) pouches that can be used to hold a cell phone, IDs credit cards, or money.  Students will make two or more pouches and learn to decorate them with several different styles of beadwork.  Pouches will have dangles with large glass beads and leather straps for wearing around the neck or tied to a belt.  Supply list:  scissors.  Materials fee:  $20. 
Miniature Beaded Rosettes with Porcupine Quill Drop Fringe.  Nita Norcross, Ojibwe from Birch Run, Michigan, will teach the technique for making small beaded rosettes about 1 ½” across with beaded edging and porcupine quill drop fringe.  Students should have enough time to complete two rosettes, which can be used as barrettes, hair ties or  pins.  Supply list:  scissors.  Materials fee:  $10.  
ABOUT THE INSTRUCTORS (CALLED TRADITION BEARERS)

Denny Denman is a member of the veteran’s honor society and at times carries the Eagle Staff for the Saginaw Chippewa Tribe in Mt. Pleasant, Michigan.  The forced acculturation of Native peoples was so thorough that Mr. Denman was raised without knowledge of his Ojibwe heritage.  Once this knowledge was gained, he has embraced and learned his Native culture.  

George Wieske is recognized as one of the foremost finger weavers in the country.  His work is prized by traditional dancers, re-enactors, collectors and museums.  George has been fingerweaving for nearly 20 years.  He concentrates on the types of sashes woven in the Quebec area of Canada prior to 1840.  

Chris Rapp Morseau is a 5th generation black ash basket maker, having learned from her grandmother, the late Agnes Rapp, her mother, and her aunts.  Her daughter Dani is following the family tradition.  Learning black ash basket making begins with the selection of  the right tree in the forest.  

Paula Butcher has been teaching Native American culture for about 20 years, including at the Hopewell Culture Center in Chillicothe, Ohio.  She is a very talented bead worker, and teaches pit-fired pre-contact coiled pottery, porcupine quill work, deer hide tanning, leather pouches and bags in addition to Hopewell and Adena culture. 

Nita Norcross has been a Native American Cultural Specialist with the Native American Education Program in Flint, Michigan Schools for 13 years.  She has been the Cultural Coordinator for 6 years.  Nita teaches the culture and traditions of the Native peoples of Michigan.
