12th GREAT LAKES NATIVE AMERICAN ARTS AND CRAFTS WORKSHOPS

Women’s Building, Jay County Fairgrounds, Portland, Indiana

August 6 – 11. 2006 
The National Center for Great Lakes Native American Culture will host its 12th traditional arts and crafts workshops at the beautiful Jay County Fairgrounds in Portland, Indiana.  The workshops explore the arts, crafts, traditions and culture of Great Lakes Native Americans through hands-on workshops and presentations by Native American tradition bearers, talented artisans and experts on Native American culture.  The Jay County Fairgrounds are on the northeast side of Portland on the corner of Votaw and Morton Streets.
A welcome meal and gathering begins at 6 pm Sunday August 6.  Registration is 8 – 9 am Monday, August 7.  Welcome Circle starts at 9 am Monday.  Class hours are 9 am to noon and 1:30 to 4:30 pm daily.  Session One (1) begins after the Welcome Circle Monday, continues all day Tuesday and until noon Wednesday.  Session Two (2) begins at 1:30 pm Wednesday, continues all day Thursday and ends at 4:30 pm Friday.  Closing Circle begins at 1 pm Friday.  Class sizes are limited.  Each participant must pay a supply fee for class materials directly to the class tradition bearer before class begins.  Materials or tools that students need to bring to class are listed in the class description.  Classes are limited to age 12 and over except the Children’s Class for ages 6 - 14.  Classes with fewer than 5 registered on July 25 may be cancelled so please list your second choice class.  If a class is cancelled you will be notified by email or phone so please list your email address and phone number.  Class fee is $70 per person for each class for NCGLNAC members and $95 for non-members if postmarked by July 25.  If postmarked after July 29, a late fee of $10 will apply for each class.  The Wednesday Children’s Class registration fee is $15 including materials for students and $10 for participating parents.  Bring a sack lunch.  Pre-registration is required and should be postmarked by July 29.  After July 25, contact Workshop Chair (see bottom of page for contact information) to determine availability of classes.  A limited number of scholarships are available.  Limit is one scholarship per workshop.  Request a scholarship application from Linda Andrews at 765-474-1045 or linda.andrews@ncglnac.com.  Scholarship application deadline is also July 25.  
Gary Morseau will be cooking all week to provide delicious Native American foods.  Gary and his family have become well-known at Pow Wows and Gatherings with their Pow Wow Foods, especially their stuffed fry bread.  The evening meal will be at 5:30 p.m. Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday at a cost of $8 per person per meal.  Meals must be reserved in advance with the registration.
Motels:  Hoosier Inn in Portland (260-726-7113) has reserved rooms at $45 for a single and $55 for a double per night plus tax.  Super 8 in Portland (260-726-8888) has reserved rooms for $45 for one person and $50 for two people per night, $5 per additional person per night, plus tax.  Both motels offer a free continental breakfast.  To receive this special rate, mention that you are attending the Great Lakes Native American Workshops.  Deadline for reservations is July 25.  
Camping:  Jay County Fairgrounds offers primitive camping for $10 per night, electric only or electric/full hook-up for $15 per night.  There are 17 full hook-up sites available on a first-come, first-reserve basis.  Restrooms and showers are close to the camping sites.  Camping reservations and payment must be made with registration.  Completely primitive (no facilities) are also available on the NCGLNAC site at no cost.  
Please plan to attend the live NCGLNAC benefit concert by Tim Noble (Shawnee descent) at the beautiful Hall-Moser theatre at Arts Place in Portland, Thursday evening, August 10 at 8 p.m.  Noble is an internationally-known opera and popular singer who will treat the audience to his magnificent baritone voice in an eclectic mix of songs, including opera, native songs and Indiana’s own Cole Porter.  Tickets are $12 ($8 for workshop participants and students) and may be reserved on the workshop class registration form or purchased on line after June 1 at www.artsland.org or 260-726-4809.  Ticket pick-up is at registration.
Our traditional gathering and Give Away is Wednesday evening from 7 to 9 pm.  At this special time participants may give something to others who have been special during the workshops.  The gift may be words, something made or bought.  If you wish, gifts may be in private at another time, but please come to the Give Away and enjoy the good feelings.  Other activities are planned:  Monday will be the membership meeting and Tuesday evening will be the talent show, back by popular demand so be honing your talents for another great show.

12TH GREAT LAKES NATIVE AMERICAN ARTS AND CRAFTS WORKSHOPS
2006 CLASSES 
Sessions One and Two are Indicated by a 1 or 2

Wednesday August 9 Only 9 am to 4 pm - Children’s Native American Culture and Crafts Ages 6 to 14 – Paula Butcher, Wyandot descent.  Paula lives near Rapid City, South Dakota, is a very talented artist and has taught classes to children and adults for more than 20 years.  She will discuss Indiana and Ohio Native American culture, hunting, food, clothing and arts and crafts.  Participants will play games and make coiled pottery, leather pouches and more as time allows.  Registration fee is $15 per child, including all materials, and $10 each for parents to take the class as a student with their child, materials included.  Bring a sack lunch or order lunch from Gary Morseau Pow Wow Foods on the grounds.  Children must be well behaved and work well with others.  This class will be held outside and under a canopy.

1  Flintknapping – Ron Kennedy, Cherokee and Cree.   Ron lives in Frankfort, Indiana and was taught by his family who have knapped for many generations.  He is now teaching his son so the craft will continue.  Ron’s points are on exhibit in museums, including the Eiteljorg.  Students will learn how to percussion and pressure flake Burlington chert into projectile points.  Materials fee is $10 per pound of flint.  This class will be held outside under a canopy.
1 or 2 – Bone Carving - Craig White, from Thorntown, Indiana, will teach his students to make a pin or pair of earrings, carved from bone, to resemble feathers or the student’s own design, using a Dremel tool.  The carved earrings or pin can then be painted, if desired.  Students that have access to a Dremel tool and a selection of bits should bring them to class, along with a dust mask.  A materials fee of $15 covers all supplies necessary to complete the project and the use of Craig’s tools and bits if needed.  This class will be held outside under a canopy.
2  Antler Combs – Don Cochran.  Don lives near Ridgeville, Indiana, and is better known to most participants in his position of Director of the Archaeological Resources Management Services within the Department of Anthropology at Ball State University.  Native American people across most of North America made combs from antler and bone for at least 3,000 years.  In this workshop, students will learn to make combs the old-fashioned way--with stone tools.  Using precut slabs of moose and elk antler, workshop participants will shape, decorate and finish an antler comb with stone tools, and in the process learn the secrets of working with antler.  Materials fee is $20.  

1  Beginning and Intermediate Great Lakes Silver Work – John Teegarden.   John comes from Mabank, Texas and is a very accomplished silversmith.  This class will combine beginning and more advanced silverwork using the older nickel silver of the Great Lakes.  John will furnish the nickel silver, a jeweler’s saw and blades, a 12 lb. block of lead for each new student and the materials fee is $70.  Returning silver work students will already have their tools and lead block so their materials fee is $30 for the silver.  New and returning students should bring a towel, leather gloves and 4 or 5 C clamps. A list of other tools needed will be emailed or sent so please register early.  Call John at 903-451-4439 if you have questions.  This class will be held outside under a canopy.

2  Pre-Contact Stone Carving – John Teegarden.  Students in this class will learn to carve banded slate, banded onyx, limestone and pipestone into banner stones, bird stones and other animal effigies.  Participants need to bring a hacksaw, files, paraffin or beeswax, sandpaper (100, 200, 300, 400 grit), sturdy gloves and a dust mask.  The materials fee of $30 will cover the cost of the stone.  This class will be held outside under a canopy.

1  Contemporary Beaded Necklace – Susan Snow-Willi, Seneca.  Although Sue was raised in New York, she lives in Peoria, Illinois now.  She learned storytelling and bead work from her grandmother, Virginia Snow, of the Turtle Clan Seneca.  She is well-known for her gorgeous beaded necklaces, purses and regalia.  Students in this class will learn how to make a necklace or bracelet in the beautiful contemporary spiral bead pattern.  Bring a pair of scissors.  The materials fee of $15 will cover all other costs.   
1  Moosehair Appliqué – Robin McBride Scott, Cherokee descent.  Robin lives near New Castle, Indiana and is an award-winning artist including the design of NCGLNAC’s logo.  Robin is one of 80 basket weavers invited to participate in the Carriers of Culture exhibit in the summer of 2006 at the Smithsonian in Washington, D.C.  Twisting moosehair for decorative use is an old Woodland art form.  The white hairs from the moose are plucked from the hides during December to March when the hair is the longest.  The hairs are cleaned, sorted and dyed different colors, then twisted and sewn onto leather or velvet.  Students will learn the process of sorting and dying the moosehair for their project.  Students may choose from more than 3 projects and materials for their moosehair appliqué.  All materials needed are included for $35.
2  Moosehair Tufting, Quillwork on Birchbark Jewelry – Robin McBride Scott.  See above.  Moosehair tufting was developed after World War II and has become a beautiful addition to traditional quillwork and moosehair appliqué.  In this class students will select from several projects:  necklace, earrings, pin or hair barrette.  All materials are included for $35.
1 & 2  Full Week or 1 or 2 – Dugout Canoe - Jerry Cochrane, Choctaw descent.  Jerry lives in Burlington, Indiana.  For over 20 years he has been teaching traditional ways to those who want to learn.  He has worked for the Department of the Interior, tribes, organizations and individuals.  He is well-known for his beaded moccasins, hand-made flint knives and many other art forms.  The dugout canoe was cumbersome but was sturdy and resilient, second to none.  This is not a class where you will take home your very own dugout canoe, but you will take home:  First:  knowledge of the Old Ways.  Second:  Contribution to the historical memorabilia of NCGLNAC.  The canoe will be displayed on the property at Portland for future generations to see and admire.  The names of those who worked on the canoe will be placed on a plaque.  Third:  Work with others to create a monument to the Old Ones.  Class is offered in 3 options:  all week (1 & 2 - $140/190), or first session only (1- $70/95) or second session only (2 - $70/95).  Bring leather gloves.  No supply fee.  
1 & 2  Full Week – Incised and Painted Parfleches – Ian Thompson, Choctaw and Creek descent.  Ian began his life’s journey in learning the traditional lifeways at the age of 7 when his uncle taught him to chip stone arrowheads.  Ian is a PhD student in anthropology at the University of New Mexico where he hopes to strengthen the indigenous presence in the historically antagonistic discipline of archaeology, and to find a positive way of using archaeology to help support certain aspects of traditional lifeways.   He is also working to attain fluency in the Choctaw language.   Students will begin with the green buffalo hide and produce their own small parfleches, using two different techniques:  Incising designs into the epidermis of the hide and painting designs onto the dermis.  Students will learn stringing the hide halves into frames, hide-scraping, drying, whitening and smoothing, mineral pigment processing, hide painting, sizing, incising, cutting and folding, using stone and bone tools.  Class discussion will include the theory behind hide-working and its importance in traditional lifeways.  Class is limited to 5.   Class fee is $140 for members or $190 for non-members.  Materials Fee:  $26.
1 or 2  Porcupine Quill Decoration - Beginners to Advanced – Boni Nelson, Cherokee descent.  Boni lives in South Bend, Indiana, and is recognized as an expert quill worker, printmaker and artist.  Each class will begin by covering the basic techniques of Great Lakes porcupine quill decoration:  plaiting, zig-zag and single line beaded stitches and multiple quill sewing.  Students will choose the project they wish to make such as knife sheath, neck bag, strike-a-light pouches, moccasin tops, scissors case, arm bands or leg ties, rosettes for regalia, etc. or plaited quill wraps.  For those who have sewn quills before and would like to try it, Boni will show how to do the “contemporary” figural pieces she is best known for.  Students who wish to do a large or “contemporary” piece, may sign up for both sessions.  Materials fee is $25 per session. 

2  Traditional Cedar Flutes – Eugene Brown, Miami elder.  Eugene lives in Grand Prairie, Texas, and has been making beautifully decorated and carved flutes and cradleboards for many years.  In this class students will learn how to put together their own cedar flute.  Students can finish their flute with their own beading, quill plaiting, feathers, etc.  The last part of the class will be devoted to Eugene teaching students how to play several Native American songs.  Bring what you wish to use for decoration of your flute.  Materials fee:  $30.
