The Miami Indians farmed in this area for many generations before Columbus set foot on this continent.  The Miami were most famous for the corn they developed and grew.  Dani Tippmann, Miami Tribe of Oklahoma, will be leading a workshop on Gardening with Grandmother Earth.  She will teach about native gardening, using native, indigenous plants in the garden and natural pest control.  Dani has grown up with gardening to fill the medicine chest, the pantry and maybe a little more.  Almost everything for the family came from the land around her.  This background, added to her knowledge of traditional plant use, will be shared during the workshop.  Dani also keeps abreast of current natural trends in gardening and is enrolled in the Master Naturalist Program.  She is a member of the NCGLNAC Advisory Board, the Miami Tribe of Oklahoma Cultural Committee and volunteers with the Mihsihkinaahkwa Pow Wow in Columbia City.  Dani and Bob Tippmann have been married 27 years and have 10 children and 7 grandchildren and live south of Columbia City, Indiana.  

The class fee of $30 includes instruction and all materials.  Minimum age of participants is 12.  Lunch is on your own or you may bring a sack lunch.  Participants must be pre-registered.
