The 2007 Spring Workshops are funded in part by an arts project support grant from the Regional Partnership Initiative. These grants are made possible by the Indiana Arts Commission with funds appropriated by the Indiana General Assembly and the U.S. Congress and by the National Endowment for the Arts.
   The National Center for Great Lakes Native American Culture, Inc. will host a traditional Great Lakes Native American art and culture workshop at the Women’s Building at the Jay County Fairgrounds, Portland, Indiana, March 24 and 25, 2007.  The workshops explore the arts, crafts, traditions, culture and history of Great Lakes Native Americans through hands-on workshop classes and presentations by Native American tradition bearers, talented artisans and experts on Native American culture. Four classes will be offered.  

   The Jay County Fairgrounds are on Morton and Votaw Streets in Portland (From US 27 go East on Votaw Street to Morton.  The Fairgrounds are north of Votaw at Morton Street).  The Women’s Building is close to the middle of the Fairgrounds on the Morton Street side.

   Registration is 8 to 9 a.m. Saturday, March 24.  Welcome Circle will be 9 a.m. Saturday.   Regular class hours are 9:30 a.m. to 12 noon and 1:30 to 5 on Saturday, March 24 and 9 a.m. to 1 p.m. Sunday March 25 for approximately 10 hours of instruction time.  The Closing Circle will be at 1 p.m. Sunday.  Deadline for receiving registrations is March 16.  Send in registrations early as class sizes are limited and classes with fewer than 5 registered may be cancelled after March 16.  Please list your second choice class.  After March 16, contact Kay Neumayr, Workshop Chair, at 765-426-3022 to find out about class availability.  If a class is cancelled you will be notified, so please list your phone number and email address.  Classes are limited to age 12 and over.  Class fee is $50 per person for NCGLNAC members and $75 for non-members.   A materials fee is listed with each class description and must be paid directly to the tradition bearer before class begins.  Pre-registration is required.  There are a limited number of $50 scholarships available.  Request a scholarship application from Linda Andrews at 765-474-1045 or linda.andrews@ncglnac.com.  Deadline is March 16.    
   A catered meal will be offered Saturday evening at 6 p.m. at $8 per person.  Meals must be reserved in advance with the registration.  For lunch, Portland has many excellent restaurants to choose from.      

   Motels:  Hoosier Inn in Portland (260-726-7113) has reserved rooms at $45 for a single and $55 for a double per night plus tax.  Super 8 in Portland (260-726-8888) has reserved rooms for $47.50 for a single and $52.00 for a double per night and $5 per additional person plus tax.  Both motels offer a free continental breakfast.  To receive this special rate, mention that you are attending the Great Lakes Native American Workshops.  Deadline for reservations is March 16.  After that date the motels’ regular rate will apply.

WORKSHOP CLASSES 
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Hand-carved woodland soup spoon-ladle
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Native plants, their historical uses for food and medicine
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Gourd head corn husk doll
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Robin McBride Scott with woven mats

Hand-carved Woodland Soup Spoon-ladle.  Craig White, Thorntown, Indiana.  Everyone admires Craig’s beautiful hand-carved spoons, ceremonial bowls, figures and animals.  His carvings are in the permanent collections of several museums, including the Gilcrease Museum in Tulsa, OK.  Class participants will completely hand-carve a woodland soup spoon-ladle that would be typically used in clan ceremonies.   The project will be 8” to 10” in length with a 3” to 4” bowl and a carved effigy on the end of the handle.  Craig will provide all materials and tools for $20.
Native Plants.  Dani Tippman, Miami Tribe of Oklahoma, Columbia City, Indiana.  Dani is well known for her extensive knowledge of indigenous plants of this area and their food and medicinal uses both historically and currently.  Class time will include discussion of Miami plant usage and the history of the Miami people through plants.  Students will learn to identify and properly collect plants as they walk on the NCGLNAC site.  Students will make drinks such as pine tea, spicebush berry tea and prepare plant-based foods such as dried or candied ginger, white corn hominy, corn soup, sunflower seed soup and fresh greens.  If time permits the class will also make a few plant remedies for different ailments.  Plant identification books will be available for class use or purchase.  Bring clothes and shoes appropriate for being outdoors on the NCGLNAC site in March.  No supply fee.
Gourd Head Corn Husk Dolls.  Cathy Nagy Mowrey, Miami Tribe of Oklahoma, Fort Wayne, Indiana.  Cathy has been making Miami corn husk dolls for many years.  She will teach the basic techniques for making the corn husk doll body and finishing and attaching the gourd head.  Students will make 2 or 3 doll bodies.  She will supply some materials for dressing the dolls. Bring your own materials if you wish to outfit your doll in your own choice of tribal dress.  Class is limited to 10.  Supply List:  Scissors and materials for clothing if desired.  Materials Fee:  $20.    
The Evolution of Traditional Arts of the Great Lakes Native Peoples.  Robin McBride Scott, Cherokee descent, New Castle, Indiana.  Robin is a very talented artist (she designed the NCGLNAC logo) and a gifted speaker on a wide range of topics including the Fur Trade and ancient and contemporary art.  Traditional arts are an extension and reflection of the Great Lakes Native Peoples experiences through time.  It embodies the interconnectedness of everything:  the fusion of the profoundly spiritual with the purely physical.  This class will cover the types of Traditional Arts that were created, and the materials and construction of the items used by the Great Lakes Native Peoples.  The history of the development of materials, styles, designs and uses of the items will also be discussed.  Bring paper and pen.  No supply fee.
